3. One section devoted to a poet of your choice [ex. Robert Frost, Langston Hughes, Emily Dickinson, Maya Angelou, etc.] that includes biography and 4 sample poems
4. One section with 5 of your original poems (your free verse and song will be included, along with your purpose)
5. Bibliography or Works Cited page
